The project addresses the growing need for clear, structured, and accessible project management competences, especially for adults, professionals, and learners who do not follow traditional academic pathways or who face additional barriers to learning. Through a minimalist, practice-oriented approach, the project develops open, modular learning resources that support both individual learners and organizations in building sustainable project management capacity.

Objectives
The main objectives of the project are to:
· Improve key project management competences for adult learners and professionals
· Develop open, modular and reusable learning materials based on real project practices
· Promote inclusive learning solutions, including accessibility for visually impaired learners
· Strengthen the link between education, training, and labour market needs
· Support lifelong learning through flexible, non-formal and informal learning formats

Main Activities and Results

· Designing open minimalist modules for project management skills
· Developing scenario-based learning and peer-review approaches
· Testing learning solutions with adult learners and professionals
